Peter Tufts House

Medford Historical Society proposing to sell Peter Tufts House.  R. Hayward suggested writing a letter supporting MHS continuing to rent the property until they better understand their situation. Peter Tufts House is a significant building to the City.
G. Pineo motioned for R. Hayward to write a letter in support of MHS maintaining Peter Tufts House. (Passed, 3-0)

21 Touro Avenue
Letter sent by Tufts to Historic District Commission, University is supportive of HDC working through Local Historic District (LHD) process.
No subdivision clause will be in deed, but demolition of property prohibited.

Tufts will work with buyer to prevent subdivision prior to establishment of LHD.

A motion made to appropriate $1000 to hire J. Clemson to do LHD study, contingent on HC involvement in process (Passed 3-0)

FY 2016 budget
Historical Commission and Historic District Commission both asking for $10,000 budget.
