107 Jerome Street – Determination of Significance. Gregory Peter, Hanover, NH.  Linda Grisham, owner at 107 Jerome wants to continue to live on Medford, but it the building is too much to take care of. Mr. Peter noted that there were serious structural issues, foundation, rodents, lead paint, and infestation. 
B. Johnson noted that it there was a house across the street with similar details. 
D. Carr noted that the Form B conclusion noted that the building is historically significant, making this an easy call in terms of significance. 
G. Pineo: explained the National Register of Historic Places Criteria form that is historically significant. 

S. Crowley: importance of historicity of building and Form B text. 

R. Hayward read email from neighbor abutter, who supports demolition of existing property, which is in extremely poor condition. There were a series of existing interior photos of the many deteriorated conditions. 
Motion: to find 107 Jerome Street Significant. Approved, 5-0. 

A Public Hearing will be held next month at the MHC meeting to determine whether the building will be deemed Preferably Preserved. 

Section 106 Review – Algonquin Transmission – a proposal by Sprectra Energy is looking to replace part of an existing natural gas line at the confluence of the Mystic and Alewife Rivers at the Medford/Somerville/Arlington lines. There appears to be no negative impact on surrounding historic resources. 
61 Locust Street, Medford – Equity One Developer.  MHC has been asked to provide comments. Proposal to demolish two existing industrial buildings and build three mixed-use residential buildings comprised of 490 residential apartments and 7,000 SF of Retail (4,000 SF Retail, 3,000 SF bank). D. Carr will get proposed arch. drawings of the proposal and circulate.
