· Intends to tear down house and combine it with adjacent property with a garage on it and extend the garage to 419 Riverside property.

· Motion: to allocate $500 for a Form B for 419 Riverside Ave.; Approved, 5-0.

· D Carr confirmed that the railings were vinyl extrusions.

· D Carr requested that fiber cement siding be used in lieu of vinyl siding; rejected by proponent due to costs. 

· Design change: add square window in attic on front elevation over pediment. 

· Design change: add shed dormer on Harvard Ave. side of the building.

· Both design changes above were agreed to by proponent.

Motion: to accept plans with noted changes above, Approved, 5-0.
