New Member needed for MHC Board and M-BELT Appointee from the Commission. 
108 Sharon Street – an existing 18th century barn building at 108 Sharon Street is in very poor structural shape and the owner Carolyn Shepherd is looking to tear it down and rebuild in the future. Building Commissioner Paul Mochi will determine whether the building represents a safety hazard given its poor condition.
