· John Anderson of the Medford Historical Society asking about a proposed driveway to the right of the house. Historic New England would insist on full archaeology for the driveway. Driveway construction requires partial demolition of the stone wall. 
· Building was on the market for 45 days at over $600k, presently off the market. 
· R. Hayward will review if the wall qualifies as a structure and invoke review and potentially demo delay. 
· Historic New England will need to review and approve the driveway project. 
· R. Hayward to review previous MHS driveway plan and review options. 
Old Business: 
Cell Towers in Railroad Right-of- Way
· 75 feet tall! Location of towers at 63 Tyler Ave and 59 Charnwood Ave. MHS letter had an impact, along with the dozens of other communities. Massive public opposition killed it.
