58 Logan Ave.  Manual Rezenes, proponent. R. Hayward summarized process to determine Significance and Preferably Preserved. M. Rezenes recounted the background of the property. Discussion about the project and possibility of using CPA funds for easements of historic properties or single-family districts. 
109 Forest Street – property is up for sale. Motion to spend $500 to create a Form B for the property, as it is anticipated to be on the MHC docket soon. Approved. 5-0. 
44-46 Logan Ave. – March 2018 Notes: Demolition was done without a Permit. An 1889-1898 Carriage House was torn down without a notice, using false documents. · Oak Grove Historic Landscape restoration and monument accessibility (trees and kiosk). 

· Slave Wall Landscape Redesign (better accessibility and safety). Eligible for CPA funds under Recreation. 
· Medford Archive Assessment – The initial inventory step is too far removed from actual preservation of artifacts. Staff person would move this forward in future rounds.

Medford Square South Survey – inventory forms coming in. 

Medford Post Office – 1930’s WPA Triangle Trade mural is starting to become a subject of conversation in Medford.  MHC to review issue at next meeting in debate and review history of mural.  Motion to spend $1,000 on a Form B for the Mural and Post Office. Approved, 5-0.
