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May 14, 2018 Historical Commission Meeting Minutes

Medford City Hall, Room 201 - Meeting called to order at 7:01pm. 
Members present: Ryan Hayward, Doug Carr, Jennifer Keenan, Abigail Salerno, Edward Wiest, Richard Northrup, Ben Johnson. 
Minutes – April 2018 minutes were distributed, edits reviewed. Motion to approve March Meeting Minutes, Approved, 6-0. 
New Business: 
58 Logan Ave.  R. Hayward recounted process. To determine whether the building should be Preferably Preserved. Form B was reviewed. 
Public comments: Cathleen Desmond, representing the proponent. CD noted that the building is not associated with important architect or builder or on any State or National Register. Proponent has a large mortgage, some evidence of mold. 
Andrew Zileski, architectural consultant from Winchester. Slate roof needs repair, musty smell in basement. Recommends that the building not be renovated. 
Erik Hegre – owner/occupant of building across the street. Feels that the demo was rushed. Demolition and new design. Likes neighborhood context, porches, fabric, park. Likes the scale walkability. Lots of new “asks” for new design, which is not compatible with the neighborhood. Believes that the foundation and dampness issues can be managed. 
Robert Higgins – lives right across street from 58 Logan (next to Erik).  Hope that the new structure is complementary to the neighborhood. Proposed new house looks too suburban compared to the neighborhood. Two car garage is right up front and will have a major impact on the neighborhood. 
Barbara Winnet, 57 Central Ave, Medford. Grew up on Logan Ave. Expressed desire to let the proponents what he needs. Concerns about the visual importance of the garage so close to the street. 
Multiple letters of support for proponent to demo the building. One email opposed. 
Motion: to find the 58 Logan Ave Preferably Preserved. 2-4 Failed.  Demo Delay will be granted. 
177 & 179 College Ave (1929): Tufts submitted application for 179 College Ave only; 177 College Ave to be submitted via email. R. Hayward noted the process for review. Determine age by the next meeting, June 11th, Form B will be in-hand. 
Rocco DiRicco, Tufts University. Presented new building design and neighborhood outreach. PILOT to Medford. Hardship to do construction during academic year. 
Motion: to accept application conditional on 2nd application (via email). Approved, 6-0. 
Email from Nathan Gurren – interested in making a contribution to MHC. 
61 Locust Street – no action taken. Note that D. Carr recused himself from discussion. 

MHC Form B’s received for 109 Forest Street, 149 Forest Street, 155 forest Street.

Budget Update: 

· Approx. $10k left in budget; proposed to be used for expanded Form B’s for South Medford Survey. R. Hayward to implement.

Fee Schedule for Applications/Review – Demo Delay application fee? Intent is to cover some portion (half) of the Form B Costs ($250). Idea to be reviewed. 
Preservation Planner Position – job description was sent by R. Hayward to Mayor Burke. Budget request will be sent. No traction yet. 
Community Preservation Committee – MHC will submit a total of (2) Grant CPA Applications for the 2nd Round due July 13: 

· Oak Grove Historic Landscape restoration and monument accessibility (trees and kiosk). 

· Slave Wall Landscape Redesign (better accessibility and safety). Eligible for CPA funds under Recreation. 
· Medford Archive Assessment – The initial inventory step is too far removed from actual preservation of artifacts. Staff person would move this forward in future rounds. 

Next Survey & Planning Grant Round – Still waiting grant award announcement.
Medford Square South Survey – inventory forms coming in. 

Medford Post Office – 1930’s WPA Triangle Trade mural is starting to become a subject of conversation in Medford.  MHC to review issue at next meeting in debate and review history of mural.  Update: Form B due in July.
