177 College Ave (Tufts): Not applicable, as building is later than 1950. Not Reviewable. Rocco DiRicco, Tufts University. 

179 College Ave (Tufts) – Determination of Significance. Form B determined that building is 1900-1910, therefore reviewable. 
All Commissioners agreed that there did not contain any important cultural or architectural significance. Motion to find 179 College Ave Not Significant; Passed 6-0. R. Hayward to write letter allowing demo to proceed on 179 College Ave. 
527 Boston Ave (Tufts): R. Hayward presented history of property development. 

Tufts is proposing a new, modern garage building. Somerville has determined Not Significant (property is partly in Somerville).  All Commissioners agreed that there did not contain any important cultural or architectural significance.

77 Cotting Street – awaiting Demolition Application. Proponent did not attend meeting. Motion to create an MHC Form B for 77 Cutting Street; Passed, 6-0.

· Oak Grove Historic Landscape restoration and monument accessibility (trees and kiosk). 

· Slave Wall Landscape Redesign (better accessibility and safety). Eligible for CPA funds under Recreation. 
· Medford Archive Assessment – The initial inventory step is too far removed from actual preservation of artifacts. Staff person would move this forward in future rounds.
