This is a special meeting of the MHC to deal with the following three properties listed below. R. Hayward summarized the process of determining Significance before each property was reviewed. 
77 Cotting Street – Determination of Significance. 
The MHC board members were in general agreement that the building had significance both in the historical background and context to the neighborhood, 
Greg Peters, Hanover, NH: City of Medford ZBA approved a variance for a 2-family house on the property. 
Q: Sharon Guzik, Manning Street, Medford. Question about whether the Demo permit should come before the ZBA decision? Due diligence is on the proponent to complete. 
Motion: To find 77 Cotting Street Significant. Approved, 5-0. 
R. Hayward will notify City Clerk. A site visit will be scheduled. The next meeting to determine if the property will be Preferably Preserved will be set.  

137 Damon Road – Determination of Significance. 

Derek Stephens, proponent. R. Hayward noted the deep history of the Lawrence Estate development. MHC board members noted that its architectural treatment was unique, the neighborhood is more unified. 
Chris Donovan, Lorraine Road. Ask that the new design be compatible with Medford. 
John Costas, Haines Street. Ask if a potential replacement design, if comparable to the existing design, would that affect the Demo vote? R. Hayward: not directly, but it could be later in the process. 

Motion: To find 137 Damon Road Significant. Approved, 5-0.
R. Hayward will notify City Clerk. A site visit will be scheduled. The next meeting to determine if the property will be Preferably Preserved will be set. 
368-374 Main Street - Determination of Significance.
Proponent: Rick Welch, 9 Viking Road, Winchester, MA. 
General agreement that the building facades of Bocelli’s and the adjacent Art Deco building are the portions of the existing buildings that are worth preserving. 
Richard Gigante -137-139 Harvard Street: concerned about demo negatively impacting his adjacent property. On the fence about the project – sees the value of improvement, but the loss of Bocelli’s is a negative. 
Cheryl Rodriguez: concerned about the scale. 
Chris Donovan, Lorraine Road. Looking to incorporate the history into the building. 

Sharon Guzik, Manning Street, Medford: likes the look/feel of the area, but that they have been poorly signed. Try to preserve the character where possible, possibly façade. 
Motion: To find 368-374 Main Street Significant. Approved, 5-0.

R. Hayward will notify City Clerk. A site visit will be scheduled. The next meeting to determine if the property will be Preferably Preserved will be set.
