509 Main Street, Medford. Drawings of existing and proposed 2-family were submitted. 
Motion to Approve Demo Application and order of Form B. Approved, 5-0. 
Peter Tufts Driveway and Restrictions - Carissa Demore, Historic New England. HNE & Medford Historical Society have agreed to have a new permanent Preservation Restriction. Changes since covenant in 1982 was 9 pages, now 105 pages, but includes detailed documentation.  Legal terms between owner and HNE were tightened up and clarified. Provides additional protection on the house. New document protects the floor plans – general location of floors and walls. HNE has 107 properties similar to this. Motion to provide a letter of support to HNE to the Medford City Council. Approved, 5-0. 
595 Broadway, Medford. Project is on the Medford-Somerville city line. Somerville has approved the project and deemed the existing building to be Not Significant. No proponent present. R. Hayward reviewed Significance process. MHC Form B distributed and reviewed. Motion to find 595 Broadway, partially in Medford, to be Not Significant; Approved, 5-0. 
Medford Art Map Project – J. Keenan recounted the project idea, which is looking for a letter of support. Discussion of idea, which was well-received. Motion to Approve Letter of Support for Medford Art Map Project by Melanie Raelin; Approved, 5-0. 
Woods Bridge and Cradock Bridge both almost 100% complete. Riverside Plaza complete. All three were strongly influenced by MHC. 

Election of 2019 Officers – R. Hayward stated he will not be Chair in 2019. By November 2019 meeting, will need a decision on all MHC Officers.
