Medford City Hall - Meeting called to order at 7:06pm.

Minutes – Nov. 2018 minutes reviewed. Motion to Approve Minutes. Approved, 3-0. 
67 Magoun Ave – Determination of Significance. Yi Wang, daughter of homeowner, present. R. Hayward noted the criteria and process for determining Significance. Three Commissioners all noted the extensive case made for Significance in the Form B, in addition to the historical narrative (Thatcher Magoun connection) and significant and intact architectural details on both the Queen Anne house and Carriage House/barn. Three public letters in support  - from Sharon Guzik, Carla Palau, Sheila Cataldo - for finding the property significant. Motion to find 67 Magoun Ave. Historically Significant. Approved, 4-0. Per the Bylaws we will have a Public Hearing on Jan. 14th (next month’s MHC meeting) to determine if the property should be Preferably Preserved. 
CPA Applications Update – Dee Morris updated MHC on status of WWI Memorial @ Oak Grove. MHC will write a general letter of support for the project as it comes into focus. 
7 Lauriat Place – Form B Review.  Medford Building Dept. has reviewed the garage at 7 Lauriat Place and condemned it as structurally unsound. 
41 High Street (Gaffey’s Funeral Home) – Walk through with City of Medford today. Plan to use the building as a Mosque and morgue. MHC will set up a walk-through on 12/20 and invite the new owners to the January MHC Meeting.

Annual Report – R. Hayward to email D. Carr draft report, which will highlight the major actions of the MHC for 2018. D. Carr to complete. 

CPA Applications – all three MHC grant applications were favorably reviewed at the last CPC meeting and were recommended approved to the Mayor and Council. 

FY2020 Budget – current budget $30k ($14k Form Bs, $15k Survey, $1k Misc.). $20k request for a part-time staff person = $50k total. 
Wellington Survey & Planning Grant – Wellington most recent neighborhood chosen; next neighborhood be combined Winter Hill (19th c) and Brickyards (20th c) neighborhoods in South Medford. Fulton Heights still pending, will follow Winter Hill & Brickyards. Ongoing. 
New Medford Public Library – J. Keenan summarized the new building floor plans, noted the Medford History Room (Magoun Room) in the current plans. 

Lawrence Memorial Hospital – letter sent to LMH about the MHC being a stakeholder.
